3.	 Any request for part time enrollment status must be �approved 
prior to enrollment.

4.	 Official start date will be determined once current �enrollment 
and capacity is evaluated.

5.	 Two weeks prior to official start date, contact the Director �to 
begin enrollment process.

6.	 Prior to first day, submit completed enrollment package, 
�medical records (well physical and immunizations) and �tuition 
payment information.
